It was RESOLVED to increase the WCCA recharge by £1,500 from £26,300
to £27,800 to cover salary and admin charges

It was RESOLVED to increase the base budget as presented, to £295,636
including a contribution of £42,860 from reserves to fund small projects and
roll over.

It was agreed that Clir Godfrey and the Clerk would finalise the budget figure
for the Neighbourhood Plan allocation, taking into consideration unspent
grants allocated and forecast costs to complete the process.
